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TROUBLESHOOTING TIP: If your laptop image is not being
projected, you may need to send a video signal to your laptop’s
VGA jack. This is usually done by pressing the blue FN
(function) key on the laptop keyboard in combination with one
of the F1-F12 keys on your keyboard. Look for a blue picture
on one of the F1- F12 keys that looks like a monitor and press
it then release. If this doesn’t work, try it once more. If you still
have no success, you will need to determine what the specific
commands to do this are for your laptop.




VOLUME TIP: If no sound comes out of the speakers, make
sure the volume is not muted on the computer:

e Double Click the speaker icon. This can be found in the bot-
tom, right corner of the computer screen. The image is what
will appear.

e Uncheck all mute boxes (4 total) that run across the bottom
of the window.
